What are the Key Risks Specific to the Issuer?

Negative economic developments and conditions in the markets in which the Nordea Group operates
can adversely affect the Nordea Group's business and results of operations: the Nordea Group's
performance is significantly influenced by the general economic conditions in the Nordic markets
(Denmark, Finland, Norway and Sweden). Development of the economic conditions in other markets where
the Nordea Group currently operates can also affect the Nordea Group's performance. Adverse economic
developments have affected and may continue to affect the Nordea Group's business in a number of ways,
including, among others, the income, wealth, liquidity, business and/or financial condition of the Nordea
Group's customers, which, in turn, could further reduce the Nordea Group's credit quality and demand for
the Nordea Group's financial products and service.

The Nordea Group is exposed to market price risk: The Nordea Group's customer-driven trading
operations and its treasury operations (where the Nordea Group holds investment and liquidity portfolios for
its own account) are the key contributors to market price risk in the Nordea Group. To the extent volatile
market conditions persist or recur, the fair value of the Nordea Group's bond, derivative and structured credit
portfolios, as well as other classes, could fall more than estimated, and therefore cause the Nordea Group to
record write-downs. In addition, because the Nordea Group's trading and investment income depends to a
great extent on the performance of financial markets, volatile market conditions could result in a significant
decline in the Nordea Group's trading and investment income, or result in a trading loss, which, in turn,
could have a material adverse effect on the Nordea Group's business, financial condition and results of
operations.

The Nordea Group is subject to extensive regulation that is subject to change: Companies active in the
financial services industry, including the Nordea Group, operate under an extensive regulatory regime. The
Nordea Group is subject to laws and regulations, administrative actions and policies as well as related
oversight from the local regulators in each of the jurisdictions in which it has operations. The Nordea Group
is also under the direct supervision and subject to the regulations of the European Central Bank, as a result
of the size of its assets. Regulatory developments or any other requirements, restrictions, limitations on the
operations of financial institutions and costs involved, or unexpected requirements under, or uncertainty
with respect to, the regulatory framework to be applied to the Nordea Group, could have a material adverse
effect on the Nordea Group's business, financial condition and results of operations.

Liquidity risk is inherent in the Nordea Group's operations. Liquidity risk is the risk that the Nordea
Group will be unable to meet its obligations as they fall due or meet its liquidity commitments only at an
increased cost. A substantial portion of the Nordea Group’'s liquidity and funding requirements is met
through reliance on customer deposits, as well as ongoing access to wholesale funding markets, including
issuance of long-term debt market instruments, such as covered bonds. The volume of these funding
sources, in particular long-term funding, may be constrained during periods of liquidity stress. Turbulence in
the global financial markets and economy may adversely affect the Nordea Group's liquidity and the
willingness of certain counterparties and customers to do business with the Nordea Group, which may result
in a material adverse effect on the Nordea Group's business and results of operations.

Although the Nordea Group has
implemented risk controls and taken other actions to mitigate exposures and/or losses, there can be no

* Nordean periaatteena on ollut poistaa kriisinratkaisumaksut seké talletussuojamaksut lineaarisesti vuoden
aikana. 1.1.2019 alkaen Nordea on kirjannut kriisinratkaisumaksut kuluksi vuoden alussa lakisééteisen
maksuvelvollisuuden syntyessa ja esittényt siihen liittyvat kulut "muina kuluina™. Muutoksen p&&asiallinen syy on
muutos kriisinratkaisumaksujen rakenteessa sen seurauksena, ettd Nordea-konsernin emoyhtio siirsi paakonttorinsa
Ruotsista Suomeen. Nordea-konsernin konsernitason tilinpaatdsta on kahdentoista kuukauden jaksolta 31.12.2018
paattyneelta tilikaudelta oikaistu vastaavasti vertailtavuuden parantamiseksi. Tahdella (*) merkityt luvut on oikaistu
niin, etta niissé on huomioitu muutokset kuluksi kirjaamisessa seka kriisinratkaisumaksujen esittdmistavassa.

Mitk& ovat Liikkeeseenlaskijalle ominaiset keskeiset riskitekijat?
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Epéasuotuisa talouskehitys seka huonot olosuhteet niilla markkinoilla, joilla Nordea-konserni toimii,
saattavat vaikuttaa kielteisesti Nordea-konsernin liiketoimintaan ja liiketoiminnan tulokseen:
Pohjoismaisten (Tanska, Suomi, Norja ja Ruotsi) markkinoiden yleisilla taloudellisilla olosuhteilla on
huomattava vaikutus Nordea-konsernin menestykseen. Myds Nordea-konsernin muiden tdménhetkisten
toimintamaiden taloustilanteen kehitys voi vaikuttaa Nordea-konsernin menestykseen. Epasuotuisa
taloudellinen kehitys on vaikuttanut ja voi jatkossakin vaikuttaa Nordea-konsernin liiketoimintaan useilla
tavoilla, mukaan lukien mm. Nordea-konsernin asiakkaiden tuloihin, varallisuuteen, maksukykyyn,
lilketoimintaan ja/tai taloudelliseen tilaan, miké& vuorostaan saattaisi edelleen alentaa Nordea-konsernin
luottoluokitusta sek& Nordea-konsernin rahoitustuotteiden ja -palveluiden kysyntaa.

Nordea-konserniin kohdistuu markkinahintariski: Nordea-konsernin asiakaslahtdinen
kaupankéayntitoiminta ja sen treasury-toiminta (jossa Nordea-konserni pitd4 sijoitus- ja likviditeettisalkkua
omissa nimisséén) ovat merkittdvimpid markkinahintariskiin vaikuttavia tekijoitd Nordea-konsernissa.
Mikéli epdvakaat markkinaolosuhteet jatkuvat tai toistuvat, Nordea-konsernin joukkovelkakirja-,
johdannais- ja strukturoitujen luottojen salkkujen, samoin kuin muiden omaisuusluokkien, kdypa arvo
saattaa laskea arvioitua enemman, ja néin ollen Nordea-konserni voi joutua tekemaan alaskirjauksia. Liséksi
johtuen siitd, ettd Nordea-konsernin kaupankéynnista ja sijoittamisesta saatavat tulot ovat pitkélti
riippuvaisia rahoitusmarkkinoiden toiminnasta, epévakaat markkinaolosuhteet voisivat johtaa Nordea-
konsernin kaupankdynnista ja sijoittamisesta saatavien tulojen huomattavaan alenemiseen, tai
kaupankayntitappioihin, joilla puolestaan saattaisi olla olennainen haitallinen vaikutus Nordea-konsernin
liiketoimintaan, taloudelliseen tilaan ja liiketoiminnan tulokseen.

Nordea-konsernin toimintaan sovelletaan laaja-alaista sdantelyd, joka voi muuttua:
Rahoituspalvelutoimialalla toimivat yhtiét, Nordea-konserni mukaan lukien, toimivat laaja-alaisen
sadntelyviitekehyksen alaisina. Nordea-konserniin sovelletaan lakeja ja maarayksia, siihen kohdistetaan
hallinnollisia toimenpiteité ja periaatteita ja sen toimintaa valvovat paikalliset sa&ntelyviranomaiset kussakin
sen toimintamaassa. Varallisuutensa suuruudesta johtuen Nordea-konserni on lisdksi Euroopan
keskuspankin suoran valvonnan ja maéraysten alainen. Saantelyn muutoksilla seka kaikilla muilla
rahoituslaitosten toimintaan liittyvilla vaatimuksilla, rajoituksilla, rajoitteilla ja ndihin liittyvilla
kustannuksilla, tai Nordea-konserniin sovellettavasta saantelyviitekehyksesta johtuvilla odottamattomilla
vaatimuksilla tai siihen liittyvilla epdvarmuustekijoilla saattaisi olla olennainen haitallinen vaikutus Nordea-
konsernin liiketoimintaan, taloudelliseen tilaan ja liiketoiminnan tulokseen.

Nordea-konsernin toiminnalle on ominaista siihen liittyva maksuvalmiusriski. Maksuvalmiusriski on riski
siitd, ettd Nordea-konserni ei pysty tayttdmaan velvoitteitaan niiden erdéntyessd, tai pystyy tayttdméan
maksuvalmiutta koskevat sitoumuksensa ainoastaan kohonneella kustannustasolla. Merkittdva osa Nordea-
konsernin maksuvalmiutta ja rahoitusta koskevista vaatimuksista téytetddn asiakkaiden talletusten avulla,
samoin kuin jatkuvalla paésylla rahoituksen tukkumarkkinoille, mukaan lukien laskemalla liikkeeseen
pitkan aikavélin velkamarkkinainstrumentteja, kuten katettuja joukkovelkakirjalainoja. Naiden
rahoituslahteiden maard, erityisesti pitkan aikavalin rahoituksen osalta, saattaa olla rajoittunut
likviditeettikriisien aikana. Globaalien rahoitusmarkkinoiden ja talouden epévakaisuus saattaa vaikuttaa
haitallisesti Nordea-konsernin maksukykyyn seka tiettyjen vastapuolten ja asiakkaiden halukkuuteen kéyda
kauppaa Nordea-konsernin kanssa, milla voi olla olennainen haitallinen vaikutus Nordea-konsernin
lilketoimintaan ja liiketoiminnan tulokseen.

Operatiiviset riskit, mukaan lukien sijoitusneuvontaan liittyvat riskit, voivat vaikuttaa Nordea-konsernin
liiketoimintaan. Nordea-konsernin liiketoiminta on riippuvaista sen kyvysté késitell4 suuria maaria vaativia
lilketapahtumia eri maissa ja lukuisissa valuutoissa. Nordea-konserni harjoittaa toimintaansa useiden
yhtididen kautta. Operatiivisia tappioita, mukaan lukien rahallisia vahinkoja, mainetta koskevia vahinkoja,
kustannuksia seké suoria ja valillisia taloudellisia tappiota ja/tai alaskirjauksia voi aiheutua useista eri
lahteistd. Osana pankki- ja varainhoitotoimintaansa Nordea-konserni tarjoaa asiakkailleen myds
sijoitusneuvontaa, paasya sisaisesti ja ulkoisesti hallinnoituihin rahastoihin seka toimii kolmansien
osapuolten rahastojen séilytysyhteisond. Mikali Nordea-konsernin asiakkaille aiheutuu tappioita Nordea-
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konsernin antamasta sijoitusneuvonnasta tai ulkopuolisten rahastonhoitajien vaarinkaytoksistéa tai

vilpillisestd toiminnasta johtuen, Nordea-konsernin asiakkaat voivat vaatia Nordea-konsernilta korvauksia.
Vaikka Nordea-konsernilla on kédytdssaan riskienhallintamenetelmia ja vaikka se on ryhtynyt muihin
toimenpiteisiin minimoidakseen riskialtistukset ja/tai tappiot, mitaan takeita ei voida antaa siit4, etta tallaiset
toimenpiteet ovat riittdvié kaikkien Nordea-konsernin kohtaamien operatiivisten riskien hallitsemiseksi.

(c) Minifutuuri Short: Rahoitusvélineiden tuotto riippuu kohde-etuuden arvon kehityksestd Rahoitusvélineiden
voimassaolon aikana. Rahoitusvélineiden hintaa tarkistetaan ottamaan huomioon kohde-etuuden
osingonjaot. Rahoitusvélineiden hinta nousee kohde-etuuden hinnan laskiessa, ja laskee kohde-etuuden
hinnan noustessa. Mikéli kohde-etuuden hinta on stop-loss -tasolla tai ylittad sen, Rahoitusvélineet
eraantyvat ja sijoitettu summa menetetdan osittain tai kokonaan. Stop-loss -tasoa ja rahoitustasoa
tarkistetaan paivittdin. Myos valuuttakurssivaihtelut vaikuttavat Rahoitusvalineiden kehitykseen.

(d) Sijoittamalla Rahoitusvalineisiin sijoittaja ottaa riskin siitd, ettd Liikkeeseenlaskija ei pysty suorittamaan
arvopapereihin liittyvid maksujaan niiden ehtojen mukaisesti. Liikkeeseenlaskijan mahdollisessa
maksukyvyttdmyystilanteessa on olemassa riski siité, ettd sijoittajat menettavat sijoituksensa osittain tai
kokonaan. Rahoitusvalineet ovat Liikkeeseenlaskijan vakuudettomia senior-velkakirjoja ja niiden
etusijajarjestys on pari passu ilman minkéénlaista keskindisté etuoikeutta ja vahintdan pari passu kaikkien
Liikkeeseenlaskijan muiden ulkona olevien nykyisten ja tulevien vakuudettomien senior-velkojen kanssa.
Rahoitusvilineisiin saattaa myos kohdistua sijoittajavastuun toteuttaminen (ns. ”bail in”), mikéli
Liikkeeseenlaskijan osalta kdynnistetdén direktiivin 2014/59/EU, sellaisena kuin se on taytantdonpantu
Suomessa, mukaiset kriisinratkaisutoimenpiteet ja Rahoitusvéalineiden arvo saatetaan alaskirjata tai ne
saatetaan muuntaa toisiksi arvopapereiksi (mukaan lukien kantaosakkeiksi), mikali
kriisinratkaisuviranomainen katsoo tdman valttdmattoméaksi Liikkeeseenlaskijan elinkelpoisuuden
palauttamiseksi.

(e) Rahoitusvalineet ovat ehtojensa perusteella vapaasti luovutettavissa, joskin Ohjelmaesite siséltaa
tiivistelman joistakin Rahoitusvalineiden tarjoamiseen ja myyntiin tietyissa maissa sovellettavista
oikeudellisista rajoitteista.

Missa Arvopapereilla tullaan kdyméan kauppaa?

Rahoitusvalineet haetaan listattaviksi ja kaupankdynnin kohteeksi Nasdaq First North Finland-pdrssilistalle
liikeeseenlaskupéivasta alkaen.

Mitk& ovat Arvopapereille ominaiset keskeiset riskitekijat?

Tuotteen monimutkaisuus — Rahoitusvalineiden tuottorakenne voi joskus olla monimutkainen ja se saattaa
siséltdd matemaattisia yhtéaldité tai suhteita, joita sijoittajan voi olla vaikea ymmartaa ja verrata toisiin
sijoitusvaihtoehtoihin. Sijoittajien tulisi ottaa huomioon, etté tuoton ja riskin valista suhdetta voi olla vaikea
arvioida.

Vipuvaikutusriskit — Rahoitusvéalineiden rakenteesta johtuen kohde-etuuden arvon kehitys vaikuttaa
Rahoitusvalineen hintaan ja voi johtaa suurempiin sijoitetun pd&doman tuottoihin tai tappioihin kuin jos
sijoitus tehtéisiin suoraan kohde-etuuteen. Tdma ilmaistaan tavallisesti toteamalla, ett4d Rahoitusvélineilld on
vipuvaikutus kohde-etuuteen tehtavaan sijoitukseen verrattuna, eli muutos (seké ylds- ettd alaspain) kohde-
etuuden hinnassa johtaa prosentuaalisesti suurempaan muutokseen Rahoitusvalineiden arvossa. Néin ollen,
tallaisiin Rahoitusvélineisiin sijoittamiseen liittyva riski on suurempi kuin kohde-etuuteen sijoittamiseen
liittyva riski. Tallaisista Rahoitusvalineista voi tulla arvottomia.

Rahoitusvélineilld ei valttdmatté ole aktiivista jalkimarkkinaa — Rahoitusvalineet ovat uusia arvopapereita,
joiden jakelu ei valttamatta ole laajaa ja/tai ne saattavat olla listaamattomia ja, siindkin tapauksessa, etta ne
listattaisiin porssilistalle, niilla ei valttdmatta ole aktiivista jalkimarkkinaa. Aktiivisen jalkimarkkinan
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puuttuminen voi johtaa Rahoitusvélineiden alentuneeseen likviditeettiin, minka seurauksena sijoittaja saattaa
joutua pitdmaan kyseiset Rahoitusvalineet itsellddn, kunnes ne maksetaan takaisin.

Kohde-etuuden kehitys — Rahoitusvélineiden ehtojen mukaan niiden haltijoilla on oikeus tuottoon ja
mahdollisen selvityssumman maksuun, riippuen yhden tai useamman kohde-etuuden kehityksesté seka
sovellettavasta tuottorakenteesta. Rahoitusvalineiden kehitykseen vaikuttavat kohde-etuuden arvo tiettying
hetkind Rahoitusvalineiden voimassaolon aikana, kohde-etuuden hintavaihteluiden voimakkuus,
tulevaisuuden volatiliteetti& koskevat odotukset, markkinoiden korkotasot sek& kohde-etuuden odotetut
osingonjaot. Tietyissd olosuhteissa sijoittaja voi menettdd koko sijoittamansa pddoman.

Automaattinen ennenaikainen takaisinmaksu — tiettyjen ehtojen tayttyessa Rahoitusvélineet voidaan
maksaa automaattisesti ennenaikaisesti takaisin ennen suunniteltua erddntymispdivaa. Tahan viitataan
yleisesti ilmaisulla "knock™ -taso. Tietyisséd olosuhteissa tdiméa voi johtaa siihen, etta sijoittaja menettaa
tulevat Rahoitusvalineisiin liittyvat kuponki- tai korkomaksunsa osittain tai kokonaan. Koska tietyt kulut ja
kustannukset véhennetééan liikkeeseenlaskuhinnasta, Rahoitusvalineiden ennenaikainen takaisinmaksu
saattaa my0s johtaa suhteessa korkeampiin kustannuksiin.

Markkinahdiridihin ja poikkeuksellisiin tapahtumiin liittyvéat riskit — kohde-etuuksiin saattaa vaikuttaa
niiden normaaleihin kaupankéyntimarkkinoihin kohdistuva hairio, tai poikkeukselliset tapahtumat, kuten
porssilistalta poistaminen, kansallistaminen, konkurssi, selvitystila tai asianomaista kohde-etuutta koskeva
diluutio. Kaikkien Rahoitusvalineiden osalta voi tapahtua esim. lainsdddantdmuutoksia tai niiden
riskienhallinnan kustannukset voivat kohota. Tallaisessa tapauksessa Liikkeeseenlaskija voi yksinomaisen
harkintansa puitteissa tehdad mita tahansa muutoksia omaisuuserien koostumukseen seké Rahoitusvalineiden
tuoton tai arvon laskentaan tai korvata jokin kohde-etuus toisella kohde-etuudella, Liikkeeseenlaskijan
tarpeelliseksi katsoman mukaan.

Kohde-etuutena hyddykkeet — kaupankaynti hyddykkeill& on spekulatiivista ja saattaa olla erittéin
volatiilista johtuen siité, ettd hyddykkeiden hintoihin vaikuttavat ennalta arvaamattomat seikat, kuten
muutokset tarjonta- ja kysyntésuhteissa, sadolosuhteissa ja hallituspolitiikassa. Hyddykesopimuksilla
voidaan liséksi kdyda kauppaa markkinaosapuolten valilla sadnnellyn markkinan ulkopuolella ("over-the-
counter") kauppapaikoissa, joihin sovelletaan minimaalista aineellista sadntelyd, jos ollenkaan. Tama lisaa
kyseessa olevien sopimusten likviditeettiin ja hintahistoriaan liittyvié riskeja. Hyodykefutuurisopimuksiin
sidonnaiset Rahoitusvalineet saattavat tuottaa erilaisen tuoton kuin asianomaiseen fyysiseen hyddykkeeseen
sidonnaiset Rahoitusvalineet, silla hyddykkeen futuurisopimuksen hinnassa on yleensa preemio tai alennus
kohde-etuutena olevan hyddykkeen spot-hintaan verrattuna.

Kohde-etuutena futuurisopimukset — kohde-etuutta koskevan futuurisopimuksen hinnassa on yleensé
preemio tai alennus kohde-etuutena olevan omaisuuseran spot-hintaan verrattuna. T&ma johtuu erilaisista
tekijoistd, kuten tarpeesta tarkistaa omaisuuseran spot-hintaa ottamaan huomioon siihen liittyvat
kustannukset, seké erilaisten menetelmien kayttdmisestéd spot-hinnan ja futuurimarkkinoiden arvioinnissa.
Taman liséksi, ja kohde-etuudesta riippuen, spot- ja futuurimarkkinoiden likviditeeteissé voi olla
huomattavia eroja. N&in ollen suoraan asiaankuuluvaan omaisuuseréan sidonnaiset Rahoitusvélineet
saattavat tarjota erilaisen tuoton kuin futuurisopimukseen sidonnaiset Rahoitusvalineet. Sijoituksiin
futuurisopimuksissa liittyy myds muita riskejd, kuten péivittaisista kaupankayntimaarien rajoituksista
aiheutuva likviditeetin puute.

Lyhyisiin positioihin liittyvat riskit —"pitkd" positio tarkoittaa, ett4 Rahoitusvélineen arvo nousee kohde-
etuuden arvon noustessa. Kéanteisesti, sellaisten Rahoitusvélineiden arvo, joilla on "lyhyt" positio, mukaan
lukien Bear-sertifikaatit, laskee kohde-etuuden arvon noustessa. Kohde-etuuden arvon nouseminen saattaa,
néin ollen, johtaa siihen, ett4 sijoittaja menettaa sijoittamansa padoman osittain tai kokonaan.

Muut Rahoitusvélineisiin kohdistuvat riskit voivat liittyd, muun muassa, korkotasoissa tapahtuviin
muutoksiin, valuuttakurssimuutoksiin, siihen, onko Liikkeeseenlaskijalla oikeus lunastaa Rahoitusvalineet
ennenaikaisesti, rahoitusvélineiden monimutkaisuuteen, kyseessa olevien indeksien, muiden kohde-
